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The first annual Citrus Cel Animation Film Festival (Citrus Cel) celebrates 
animation as a creative and commercial medium with three days of screenings, parties 
and panels, April 9‐11, 2010 at the Five Points Theatre in Jacksonville, Florida.  Citrus 
Cel will act as a hub for students and professionals from the fields of animation, design, 
illustration, and film, as well as add to the growing cultural landscape of festivals and 
events in northeast Florida.

Plympton’s illustrations have graced the pages of The New York Times, Vogue, 

The Village Voice, and Vanity Fair. His cartoons have appeared in such magazines as 
Penthouse, Rolling Stone, National Lampoon, and Glamour.  Fascinated with animation 
all his life, he turned to film in the early 1980s, garnering an Oscar nomination for best 
animated short for “Your Face” in 1988. His commercial work includes doing spots for 



such clients as Trivial Pursuit, Nutrasweet, Taco Bell, AT&T, Nike, Geico, United Airlines 
and Mercedes‐Benz. After a string of highly successful short films ("One of Those Days," 
"How to Kiss," "25 Ways to Quit Smoking," and "Plymptoons"), he made several full‐
length features, both animated and live action. “I Married a Strange Person”, released 
by Lions Gate Films in 1998, opened to good box office numbers and still plays today on 
cable TV. Some of Plympton’s more recent achievements are an Oscar nomination for 
the animated short “Guard Dog” in 2005, as well as “Idiots and Angels” featuring the 
music of Tom Waits, Moby and Pink Martini.  

 
 

The inaugural 2010 Citrus Cel Animation Festival is presented by Dripsblack with 
partners AIGA Jacksonville and the Five Points Theatre.  Dripsblack is an animation/film 
production house in North Florida specializing in broadcast and multimedia 
advertisement, title sequence design, music video production, character design and 
animation, illustration, compositing and visual effects, art direction, and video editing. 
Founded in 2007 by illustrator Shane Douberly and animator Bill Waller, the company 
was formed after the successful production of an animated music video for the One 
Eleven Records band Inkwell.  The video was quickly recognized for its bright design, 
vibrant story, and mixed media style of animation.  
 
Since its inception, Dripsblack has been a fresh new force in the Jacksonville design 
community and continues to build relationships with the advertising and entertainment 
industry.  Their efforts have led them to be sponsors of the Jacksonville International 
Film Festival and Viva Cinema, Jacksonville’s Latino Film Festival.
